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Our “Kenthurst Krawl” on March 17th was a great success with about 30 members spending an enjoyable morning wandering around the gardens. We began at the home of Jan and Mark Sutherland-Harris in Derriwong Road where we had morning tea, then Mark led us in a long file round the property. This is a delightful secluded valley dominated by towering trees and with water pooled in the lower sections. Although it may not fit the strict definition of a rainforest, it has a similar feel with a closed canopy above and the ground covered with ferns, gingers, mosses and lots of other interesting small plants. Mark and Jan are very fortunate to have such a wonderful property and we thank them for sharing it with us.
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We then moved on to Jane Place where John and Lesley Bailey had made their garden available to us. This was a completely different style, with lots of formal hedges and large open grassed areas. There is a large dam and a rose garden, and a dry watercourse. It was particularly interesting to compare these two gardens which are adjacent to each other but so totally different.
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Then on to Boongala Native Nursery where Malcolm Johnson showed us around. The front section has a wide range of interesting natives growing in raised beds in full sun, with the grevilleas being particularly impressive. Many members then went on the Rainforest walk which is being developed with shade and moisture loving plants, replacing a privet forest, parts of which are still visible.
We concluded the day with lunch at the Mother Earth Café where we had an enjoyable lunch. This is under new management and is being renovated, with the stone wall being quite exceptional and well worth viewing.  Our thanks to the garden owners and to Liz and the other members of the Social Committee for organizing the event. I would encourage all members to attend these garden visits if they can, as they are always most interesting and informative. We need more gardens for future visits so any member who would like to make their garden available should contact Liz.
